Creating this organiza-
tion was caused by a natural desire of business people to
associate in order to have their interests represented.

In what way are these interests represented?

Our actions are directed toward the national and
regional authorities with the aim to create favorable con-
ditions for businesses to develop, we find contacts for
economic activities, we collect useful information for
businesses, and we organize conferences, trainings and
meetings with prominent business people.

What tangible benefits does the business community
derive from belonging to the Staropolska Commercial
and Industrial Chamber?

We have a variety of services for our members. Our
members form a definite community. Companies associ-
ated with us try to actively participate in shaping eco-
nomic development of our region.

Info, which is an entity representing European Union
enabling search for business partners thru a network of
app. 300 hundred such centers in the European countries.
Centrum Euro Info provides information about legal regu-
lations governing business activity in European Union
(EU), organizes trips to trade shows, business meetings
supported by EU, informs what are the established stan-
dards and norms in EU, organizes and manages trainings
on subjects and principles of functioning in the EU mar-
kets. Beyond this, the Chamber manages the Bureau for
Business Promotion and Information-“InfoData”, which
acts as a clearinghouse of commercial information and
also takes care of legalizing business related documents.
Along with the Chamber functions the Council of
Directors- that serves as a forum working out the official
stands of Chamber’s members toward significant econom-
ic issues in the region and also providing for contacts
among members and their integrations.

The presence of his company is
well established in Ukraine and the sales reach 2 million
zlotys. Also KJK company, which manufactures furniture,
established its presence in Ukraine. | hope that more region-
al companies will find business partners in Ukraine.

What are the prospects for further development of
Staropolska Commercial and Industrial Chamber?

We are in the process of realization a two year long
project KIGNET. The aim of this project is increasing com-
petitiveness of Polish businesses thru the improvement of
availability high quality services rendered to business
community by our organization.

An interview with Tomasz Raczynski — the Chairman of Kielce Fair Company

Ukraine is a promising market

The Kielce Fair became the country’s second
largest center for trade shows and the Kielce Fair
Company became one of the most dynamically
developing businesses in the region.

How did the company attain this success?

There are at least several factors that influenced our
high ranking. But | see as the most important one our con-
stant search for opportunities and the fact that we did not
stop our progressing. We organize new shows every year,
and even though our position is secure, we are constantly
attempting to find new items, which can help us to
improve. This is what brings positive effects. During our
first year of activity we had only two shows. This year we
will end having 30, we have 3.5 thousand exhibiting com-
panies, with over 900 foreign. We are certain that our suc-
cess has a lot to do with an excellent cooperation of the
city and regional government and the Staropolska (Old
Polish) Commerce and Industry Chamber. Without this
friendly climate for our activity, the efforts would not be
that successful.

This company, which you lead, is the first trade cen-
ter, which will organize its shows outside Poland. The
management selected Ukraine to have a Trade Show
there, what was the deciding factor to organize fair there?

We selected Ukraine because economic forecasts indi-
cate that in the near future it will be the Ukrainian compa-
nies, which will become some of the most important part-
ners in trade with Poland. This is why we decided to make
it possible for domestic companies to get a feeling for the
Ukrainian market. We know that our foreign exhibitors will
follow this move, since Ukraine is a promising market for
them as well. It was last year that we organized the first
trade show abroad- PLASTUKRAINE. Interest that it gen-
erated exceeded our most optimistic expectations, this is
why we are organizing it for the second time in Kiev, but this
year we added another show ROAD ENGINEERING, the
International Fair of Road Building Industry, Infrastructure
and Building Machinery and Vehicles. We are in process of
planning an enlarged our involvement in fair activity in Kiev
and plan a show in the next year.

This year Kielce Fair Company had not only record
sales and an impressive number of exhibiting companies,
but also received a special award from the Minister of
Foreign Affairs.

This year was exceptionally good for us. We consis-
tently exceeded our records every year in all organized
shows in both respects, the number of exhibiting compa-
nies and people visiting our fair grounds. This year we
exceeded all results by about 20 percent. Last month we
received a diploma from the Foreign Affairs Minister for

exceptional contribution in the area of promoting Poland
around the world. We were distinguished for organizing
prestigious international and domestic fairs and business
exhibits and for our participation in the Polish Year in
Ukraine and organizing trade fair PLASTUKRAINE. This is
a tremendous distinction for Kielce Fair Company affirm-
ing that the direction we selected, was the correct one.

Kielce Fair is becoming then a kind of a platform link-
ing companies from the European Union with the compa-
nies from Eastern Europe. This is without a doubt, a huge
magnet for the exhibitors from all over the world. It is also
an extremely important strategic element in development
of Swietokrzyski Region. Do you feel Kielce Fair Company
may be one of key companies in the regional economy?

Swietokrzyska  Polytechnic  Institute of
Technology is a higher learning school that
emerged from the tradition of higher education
present in Kielce at the beginning of the XIX cen-
tury. It was this place where Stanistaw Staszic
established the Academy of Mining 1816-1826,
which aimed to educate people needed by the
Staropolski Mining and Metallurgy Center. The
Academy was one of the first technical higher
learning schools in Poland. One hundred years
later, in 1965, a higher education engineering
school was established again as an evening school
in Kielce and Radom. In 1974 this school became
the S'wietokrzyska Politechnika- or Polytechnic
Institute of Technology.

There are four departments at the institute: Civil
Engineering and Environmental Protection, Electro
technical, Information Science and Automation,
Mechanical Electronics (Mechatronics) and
Mechanical, and Computer Modeling and
Management. Around 10,000 students attend the
Institute studying in addition to the above-men-
tioned robotics, automation, and marketing. The
Institute confers doctorates in five disciplines: civil
engineering, designing and machine operations,
mechanics, environmental engineering and elec-
tronics. Postdoctoral degrees are conferred in the
mechanical and civil engineering departments,
both have also doctoral studies.

Highly qualified staff of scientists- 406 academ-
ic teachers, 90 professors with doctorates and post
doctorate degrees plus 156 people with doctorates
teach at the Institute. Well equipped labs ensure
that students get a high quality education in all
departments.

The Institute cooperates with 54 polytechnic
institutes from 22 countries based on bilateral
agreements. The Institute is working on eight proj-
ects partially financed by the European Union.

There is a Metal Laser Technology Center, a
mutually owned facility by Swietokrzyski Institute
and the Polish Academy of Science (PAS), named
after H. Frackiewicz; Quality equipment in the cen-
ter and cooperation with PAS makes it possible
that unique scientific researches can take place
here. The resulting achievements are technology of
shaping by the use of lasers.

The institute prides itself by having a fully com-
puterized library, which is one of the most modern
in the country. The campus is composed of all
kinds of auxiliary buildings, dormitories creating a
nice environment.

The institute has the capacity to house and feed
a large number of deserving students making the
cost of studying affordable and usually lower than
in other large cities

The institute’s development is truly constant
and dynamic.

Connection between the Swietokrzyski
Region and the District of Winnica in
Ukraine date back to 1958, when an initial

agreement of cooperation was signed.

During the last few years, contacts between the
two administrations intensified a great deal in all
areas of activity. After the Ukrainian Orange revo-
lution the mutual contacts started to take a differ-
ent dimension.
